DYCE ACADEMY SCHOOL DRESS CODE

My thanks to all for the overwhelming response to my questionnaire regarding Dyce Academy’s dress code.  Views were sought from yourselves, as parents/guardians, all staff and most importantly the pupils of Dyce Academy.  The responses have now been tallied.  What is very clear from the returns is that the parents, staff and pupils of Dyce Academy are in support of having a clear identity with the school through a formal dress code.

We want to make this as easy for parents as possible and at the same time allow opportunities for choice.  Many pupils, particularly S3-S6 wanted the formality of a blazer and we shall look into this as an option to be made available in the near future.  We shall also consider the design of a school tie as many pupils felt they would like to wear this when representing the school. 

Potential suppliers need to be identified to provide what we need at a reasonable cost.  We would also want to involve pupils and parents in the design process.

In addition, we are looking at revamping our school logo which would eventually be incorporated into any future design.  Pupils have also suggested having a variety of pin badges which could be used to identify involvement in clubs and other school activities.

The following dress code shall come into operation as from the start of the August term for all in S1-S6:

· Black dress trousers/skirt – no tracksuit bottoms/jeans

· Black shoes/dark trainers

· Plain White/ Black T-shirt/ blouse/ shirt/ polo shirt

· Black sweatshirt/ jumper/ V-Neck pullover/ cardigan (no logos)/ Black ‘Hoodie’ 

A school ‘Hoodie’ embroidered with Dyce Academy can be purchased at a cost of £15.00. If you wish to purchase this please complete the order form attached to this letter and return to the appropriate school office by the 19th May.  This is to ensure delivery to the Academy before the end of this term.

PE kit requirements are also included on the reverse of this letter.

Any parent who needs financial assistance should contact the school office for Clothing Grant forms.

Once again my thanks to all for your continued support as we work to make Dyce Academy a school of which to be proud.
