Dear Parent

Dyce Academy has adopted a dress code for all pupils who attend the school.  Pupils are expected to dress smartly and follow our request to wear appropriate clothing for School. The code creates a feeling of belonging and provides pupils with an opportunity to identify with Dyce Academy.  It is vitally important that parents support the school by ensuring your child comes to school in the correct clothing.  The wearing of the dress code will allow pupils to participate in representative events and contribute to our positive behaviour policy within the school.

Dyce Academy Dress Code for S1 – S6

· Black dress trousers/skirt (no jeans/tracksuit bottoms/joggers).

· Plain Black jumper/cardigan/sweat shirt with the school logo

· Plain Black/ White shirt/ blouse/ T-Shirt (no patterns/stripes etc)

· Black/White Polo shirt with the school logo

· Dark smart shoes/ trainers.

Senior students can opt to wear a black blazer.

Physical Education Kit Requirements

For every PE lesson each pupil needs to bring: – 


A change of t-shirt or polo shirt   -    No vests or low cut tops


PE shorts/tracksuit trousers


Socks


Indoor Training shoes with non-marking soles – laces tied properly

Training shoes worn to school CANNOT be worn for PE


Something to tie hair back to keep it off their face as they run around

PLUS

For Football or Hockey:-


Tracksuit or cosy jumper


Outdoor training shoes or football boots or multi-studs

PLUS

For Athletics and Cross-country:-


Tracksuit or cosy jumper


Outdoor training shoes


P.T.O.

PLUS

For Swimming:-
Trunks or Swimming shorts - not white or yellow as they go see-through when wet

Swimming costume

Towel and shampoo

If pupil is injured or ill – pupils need to bring a note and their PE kit as they will still be involved in lesson

All valuables will be collected and returned each lesson:- 

Phones, wallets, money, ipods, watches, etc. 

Earrings and all piercings, rings, chains, necklaces – must be removed 

Supplier Details

We appreciate that many of the items listed in our code can be purchased at a variety of companies throughout the city.  Should you opt to purchase items in this way please ensure they follow the dress code and are not patterned in any way.

Our selected supplier, ‘Goldcrest’, can provide sweatshirts, hoodies, polo shirts embroidered with the Dyce Academy logo at a reasonable cost. 

The school office has samples of these garments should you wish to check sizes.  We shall endeavour to provide our associated primary schools with an opportunity to view the items just after the Easter break.

As you may be aware there is funding in the form of a School Clothing Grant to help families with the purchase of school clothing.  Forms can be collected from the school office.

Order forms along with money should be handed in to the school office by Friday 27 May to ensure that you receive the items before the beginning of the new term.  Cheques should be made payable to Dyce Academy.
