DYCE ACADEMY 20 KM SPONSORED  WALK  --  WEDNESDAY 17th SEPTEMBER 2014
DYCE ACADEMY (UDNY STATION ( STATION COTTAGES, NEWMACHAR 
The school is organising a sponsored walk on Wednesday 17th September.  We will walk from the academy to the old railway line, along past Newmachar to Udny Station, then back to Station Cottages, Newmachar - a distance of about 20 km. At the end of the walk, buses will transport pupils who live in Dyce back to Dyce Academy car park, meanwhile those pupils normally on the minibuses will be transported home directly. 

Pupils who are usually transported by bus to Newmachar will be dismissed from the finishing point on the disused railway line beside Station Cottages near Station Road, Newmachar. There will be staff to escort them down the small country road  (unclassified from Tillygreig), and across Kingseat Road (B 979). From there they will continue down Station Road returning home unescorted.   

On 17th September, pupils will register at the normal time.  Classes will set off from school, accompanied by school staff, at intervals between 8.45 – 9.30 am. School staff will be stationed at places along the walk to ensure the pupils’ safety. Once pupils reach Udny Station, they can eat their packed lunches in the park situated just off the railway line.
No pupil will be allowed to leave Udny Station until after 12 pm. A designated member of staff will give permission.  The buses will start taking back walkers, from beside Station Cottages, at approximately 1.00 pm; it will take several journeys to ferry back all the walkers.  Please note that pupils will be returning to Dyce Academy from approximately 1.15 pm onwards.  If this causes any difficulty please let me know.

Accompanying this letter is a separate excursion consent form, which needs to be completed before your son/daughter can take part on the walk. Please complete and sign this consent form and return it to school by Wednesday 3rd September. A sponsorship form will be issued at a later date.
Walkers will need to bring wet weather gear, suitable footwear for the walk and a backpack or similar to carry drinks, snacks and a packed lunch.

If your son/daughter decides not to take part in the walk, supervised classes will be operating in school from 8.35 am to 2.45 pm and attendance in school for non-walkers is compulsory. (The walk may be postponed if the weather forecast is unfavourable in which case normal classes will run.) 

In addition I would like to invite you to join us on the sponsored walk – possibly by helping at the checkpoints or participating in the walk itself. (Unfortunately no transport can be provided by the school.) To express an interest, please complete the slip attached.

The money raised will be divided between the school fund to support extra-curricular activities and contributions to charities as agreed by the school’s Charities Committee.
